Paula’s   Game

From 2 packs remove 3s and 4s but retain the jokers.

The jokers and 2s act as wild cards.

Deal 9 of the remaining packs to each player.

The aim is to lay down cards which meet the designated set or run (see below), and add to one’s own set/run - or that of another player - in order to lay down all the cards in one’s hand.

Cards can only be laid down by each player when he/she is able to complete the designated set or run, i.e. 2 sets of 3, not one set at a time.

In turn each player takes a card from the pack or pile of discards, and then discards one card.

When one player has laid down all his/her cards, the remaining players count the value of the cards remaining in their hand:

Joker and 2s = 20

Pictures and 10s = 10

Other cards = 5

Players are out of the game when their total reaches 1,000.
